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The National Disability Navigator Resource Collaborative (NDNRC) recently published a new resource for Marketplace Navigators and other enrollment specialists.  The Guide to Disability for Healthcare Insurance Marketplace Navigators is a technical assistance guide designed to inform navigators and other enrollment specialists about special considerations people with disabilities face as they shop for healthcare coverage.  A free registration is required to access the Guide.

NDNRC is an initiative aimed at providing cross-disability information and support to Navigators and other enrollment specialists thereby ensuring people with disabilities receive accurate information when selecting and enrolling in insurance through the Affordable Care Act Marketplaces.  The recently launched website also has news and resources designed to support groups who are providing enrollment assistance to consumers with disabilities as they enroll for coverage through the marketplaces.  In the near future, NDNRC website will also publish 17 fact sheets with more information regarding specific disability related issues and state specific information as well.
