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AoA Announces Availability of Approximately $10 Million for

Alzheimer’s Disease Supportive Services Projects
Projects will help individuals and families coping with Alzheimer’s Disease
Acting Assistant Secretary for Aging Edwin L. Walker is pleased to announce the availability of approximately $10 million for Alzheimer’s Disease Supportive Services Program (ADSSP) Projects.  These projects will provide the opportunity for the Administration on Aging’s national network of community-based aging organizations and its partners to strengthen their approach to helping individuals with Alzheimer’s Disease and Related Disorders (ADRD) and their caregivers.  

“Seventy percent of people with Alzheimer’s Disease live at home and are cared for by family and friends.  This number is only expected to grow as baby boomers age,” said Acting Assistant Secretary Walker. “These grants will help support these heroic caregivers who often struggle to keep their families together in their homes and communities under challenging circumstances.” 

Funding is available for states through two ADSSP Program Announcements: “Evidence-Based Cooperative Agreements to Better Serve People with Alzheimer’s Disease and Related Disorders” and “Innovation Cooperative Agreements to Better Serve People with Alzheimer’s Disease and Related Disorders.”
Under the “Evidence-Based Cooperative Agreements to Better Serve People with Alzheimer’s Disease and Related Disorders” announcement, AoA will award approximately seven cooperative agreements with federal funding of up to $1,000,000 to cover a three-year project period. The goal of these projects is for states to translate existing evidence-based service interventions that help people with ADRD to remain in the community into programs administered at the community level through the aging network and its partner organizations.  

Under the “Innovation Cooperative Agreements to Better Serve People with Alzheimer’s Disease and Related Disorders” announcement, AoA will award approximately 10 cooperative agreements to states with federal funding of up to $500,000 for an 18-month project period. The goal of these projects is to demonstrate innovative approaches to improving the delivery of services and supports to people with ADRD and/or their family caregivers. 
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Under the Innovation Announcement, AoA is particularly interested in projects that propose efforts to serve persons who are in the early stages of ADRD and in projects that propose reform efforts to create more dementia-capable systems for serving persons, families, and communities impacted by ADRD.

Eligible applicants are agencies of state governments, which include but are not limited to state offices on aging.  The closing date for applications for both announcements is Monday, July 6, 2009.  The deadline for submission of a letter of intent is Friday, June 5, 2009.
